REVISION MORPHOLOGY IN THE 8™ GRADE
ON THE BASIS OF THE TEXT-BOOK MATERIALS

The success of studying syntax of simple sentences in the classes of a native language in the 8™
grade mainly depends on the level of knowledge, skills and abilities of a pupil, obtained in morphology
in junior classes; ability to discuss about language phenomena particularly about syntactical notions and
skills of independent thinking. Retention of knowledge, skills and abilities in morphology is the
guarantee of success of a pupil in responsible application them to oral and written speech.

In order a pupil could make general conclusions on learned language facts, state his opinion
about it, he has to know terms in Uzbek grammar (phonetics, morphology, syntax and etc.) and use
them freely on the basis of his observation of examples. As besides his understanding the theoretical
information it is necessary he should be able to express his opinion on language phenomena, com-
ment on them. To develop pupil’s logic thinking it is important to form: «... the ability to compare
language facts, to find similarities and differences in them, to find common features, to define what
unites various groups of language phenomena, to be able not only to explain but also to determine
its place in the system of a language» [1,8].

As a rule, in the process of preparation to a class a teacher should define one what morphologi-
cal notions are based on studying new topics in syntax. In this case he approximately determines
what terms and to what extent was forgotten by pupils or uses the results and data of previous ob-
servation. Both variants are possible: terms are mastered or vice versa they are forgotten. Undoubt-
edly mastered terms (for example, nouns, adjectives, numerals, and verbs) do not require any revi-
sion. Forgotten, i.e. unassimilated terms (for example, pronouns, and adverbs) have to be recalled
before explaining a new topic and in this way a solid basis for understanding of a lesson is created
for a pupil. If the revision is delayed for the period of studying a new topic there will be a number
of inconveniences to work on the rules and when a teacher notices pupils’ bad perception of the
topic because of ignorance of morphological terms, stops working at them and starts the work re-
lated to revision of the terms. In order to avoid such situation, as was mentioned above, it is appro-
priate before working at the topic to have a revision.

The process of studying of a new topic requires teacher’s effort and ability. This ability is seen
in the success of efficiency in mastering of a new material. It should be stressed that in order to or-
ganize revision of morphological terms properly it is necessary to find out beforehand in relation
with what material or other activities on a new topic they are mentioned: in definition, in the struc-
ture of rules, in the tasks of exercises and so on during the study of the course in syntax. In this case
revision of morphological notions is related to this material or activity.

One should take into consideration the frequency of referring to morphological terms during the
academic year. The text-book A Native Language (The Mother Tongue) for the 8™ grade [2] one can
see a part of morphological terms in many lessons. For example, the case names are used in the ma-
terials of Lessons 18, 32, 51, 61, 63, 70 and 73; independent parts of speech can be seen in Lessons
21, 32, 51, 63, 68, and 72; ( co-ordinating or co-ordinative) conjunctions are in Lessons 19, 82, 85
and 98; postpositions are in Lessons 33, 60, 61, 70, and 97-98. In the cases like this a teacher
should think over less time 10 be allocated for revision and should mention and remind such terms,
considering that every lesson will facilitate consolidating knowledge, skills and abilities and in the
long run it will end up with full mastering them.

To make morphological revision brief it should be carried out not in the form of comments but
in the form of tables to recall the material. Tables enable to classify language phenomena, to present
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them in a systematic way, to facilitate distinguishing one from another on the basis of certain fea-
tures and in this way let them think independently about them. Pupils should be recommended to
use reference books. When it is necessary such tables like «The Cases in Uzbek», «The Tenses of
the Verby», «The Moods of the Verb», and «The Voices of the Verby. The shortest form of transition
from term to corresponding forms is to use tables. Paying pupil’s attention to the tables, teacher can
move to explaining a new topic immediately. In this case a term related to the form of expression
will be clear with the help of tables perceptively.

A teacher should not forget the fact that there can be material in syntax not studied in junior
classes among morphological terms included in the topic. For example, the material given in Lesson
61 of the 8" grade text-book contains the term «zamon-makon kelishiklari» (cases of space). However
the text-book of the 7™ grade contains the term but pupils of the 7® grade were not introduced it. They
simply do not know this term. It should be noted that in the cases like these unexpected use of the
term will hinder to understand the new topic. It is true that in Uzbek linguistics the cases are divided
into two groups: nominative, genitive and accusative cases are considered to be grammatical
categories and dative, genitive, accusative cases are considered to be local or space cases. A teacher,
before explaining a new topic which is studied in syntax, introduces one more mini topic in detail and
briefly explains a new notion. (Here it is not necessary to speak about grammatical cases).

Cases indicated above can even be seldom found in the text-book for the 8% grade. For exam-
ple, material in Lesson 46 an auxiliary word ham, postposition — the noun in Lesson 62, definite and
indefinite accusative in Lesson 69 and so on.

Some materials of the lesson contain more revision. For example, Lesson 42 connected with the
topic «the verbal and nominal predicate» along with parts of speech (the noun, the adjective, the
numerals, the pronouns, the verb, the adverb, and the modal words), terms related to the forms of
the verb (the present participle, the past participle) are mentioned. In this case much attention
should be paid to the topics and terms used in them considering revised and not revised topics. For
instance, it should be considered that materials up to Lesson 42 had been thoroughly revised. It
means that it is appropriate to direct pupils’ attention to functional forms of the verb (the present
participle, the past participle).

In connection with the forms of the verb we would recommend teachers to pay attention to one
of the important question in teaching grammar. The fact is that the verbs which have the form with
the suffixes — gan (-kan, -qan) are included in the material of Lesson 42 and it was studied as the
form of the tense and are called the forms of the participle. For example, Pu ‘lat xatni kecha yubor-
gan — Pulat sent the letter yesterday. The verb yuborgan (sent) is used in the function of a predicate
in the sentence but it was expressed by the form of the participle. Here there is no indication to the
existence of substantiation as a variety of expressing of a nominal predicate.

That’s why there is necessity to have revision of morphology with the elements of novelty to deep
pupils’ knowledge in the 8" grade. Such language phenomena like the types of participle, the forms of
participle are related to using punctuation as well. For example, when the participle is used as a
predicate a comma is put and when it is used as an adverbial modifier manner a comma is not put. The
text-book of the 8" grade contains a lot of topics which need revision with the elements of novelty.

Thus revision of the materials included in morphology while studying syntactical topics requires to
taking into consideration why they included, frequency of referring to them, elements of novelty and
every time it is necessary to use the certain ways with the help of which efficiency of the lesson is
achieved, skills of logic thinking and independent obtaining of knowledge is developed.
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
